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Today we can wish one another a blessed feast of Christ the King.  We crown our Liturgical 

Year B honoring Jesus as our King, especially as we have grown in our love of him this past 

year.  Each day we live brings us closer to being with Jesus.  After this feast ends Year B, we 

celebrate the American feast of Thanksgiving.  Harry Van’t Kerkhoff taught this: 
 

ñA poor woman living in a shack said, óThank God for the sun that shines through the cracks.ô  Thanksgiving is an 

empty word unless related and directed to God, the most generous Giver in all the universe.  Our Heavenly Father ódaily 

loads us with his benefits.ô  He sends the sunshine and the rain óon the good and the bad, the just and the unjust.ô  Noth-

ing is our own doing:  our life, our home, our food, our family, and so many other things we enjoy. 
 

“A thinking person will recognize that life and all that sustains it does not just happen.  Nothing surpasses the belief in 

Jesus Christ as our Lord and Savior.  He directs our daily lives.  This makes us want to do something for someone.  

Thanksgiving is contagious.  When we are thankful for forgiveness, we are willing to forgive others. Jesus pronounced 

severe judgment on the debtor who was forgiven so much but was unwilling to forgive the one who owed him so little.  

He lacked gratitude.  When Jesus cured 10 lepers, only one was genuinely grateful.” 
 

Our living lives of thanksgiving should keep us giving all year through.  Psalm 116:12 teaches us:  ñWhat shall I render 

to the Lord for all his benefits?ò  St. Paul often mentions being thankful to God and to our Lord Jesus Christ.  Thanks-

giving comes from the depths of the heart.  ñI will praise thee, O Lord, with my whole heart.( Psalm 9:1).”  When we 

praise God, his power is released within us.  We need to always give thanks. 
 

This Thanksgiving Day can mean more to us than any previous ones.  ñLet your lives overflow with joy and thanksgiv-

ing for all he has done (Col 2:7)ò and ñBlessing and glory, wisdom and thanksgiving, honor and power and might be 

unto our God forever and ever.  Amen (Rev. 7:12).ò 
 

Each Sunday as we gather around the table of the Lord for Holy Eucharist . . . the Lord’s Supper, we offer thanks.  So, 

not only on Thanksgiving Day, our National holiday, do we give thanks but we offer thanks at every Sunday and Holy 

Day Mass.  St. Paul believed that our days can be filled with expressions of thanks to God.  He also knew how deep hu-

mankind could sink, but he was so sure of the transforming power of the Gospel of Jesus Christ, that he was “bursting” 

with thankfulness and urged us to be like him.  ñJust as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live in him, 

rooted and built up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught and over-flowing with thankfulness (Col. 2:6-

7).ò 
 

Don’t listen to the world telling you that you have to shop on “Black Friday” or to order all your gift purchases through 

Amazon to get the best deals.  Spend beautiful time with your family instead this Thanksgiving.  Get to know the elders 

in your family better.  Invite someone who may be alone to your celebration. . .practice social distancing as best you can. 

. . . don’t expose any older family members to those who may not yet be vaccinated.  HAPPY THANKSGIVING

Next Sunday is the first Sunday of Advent, the period of time set aside by the Church to prepare for the season of Christ-

mas.  Our teaching on December 1st will be on Advent.   
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THANKSGIVING DAY:   What are you thankful for?  Have you been asked that question yet 

today?  If not, assuredly you will be.  Elizabeth did not need to ask that of Mary because Mary 

immediately recited a host of divine qualities and actions for which she was thankful for.  First, 

she was thankful to God for blessing her by choosing her, a lowly servant, to be the mother of 

our Lord.  With unique foresight, she was also thankful that all generations would call her 

blessed.  She was thankful for God’s holiness, God’s mercy, and God’s strength.  She was thankful that God humbled 

the mighty, exalted the lowly, fed the hungry, saved the Chosen People, and kept the covenant forever: all things many 

people overlooked.  Solomon had the same attitude when imparting his blessing upon Israel.  Calling upon the Lord for 

continued blessings, he thanked God for fulfilling every promise made to their ancestors.  Paul similarly thanked God 

for all the blessings the Corinthians have received.  Neither King Solomon nor Saint Paul nor the Blessed Virgin Mary 

took God’s blessings around them for granted.  They adopted a lasting attitude of thankfulness to God as the source of 

all goodness.

FIRST SUNDAY OF ADVENT:   Today’s Gospel may come as a shock on the first Sunday 

of Advent.  “People will die of fright in anticipation of what is coming” (Luke 21:26). “For 

that day will assault everyone who lives on the face of the earth” (21:35).  Wow.  You won’t 

be reading those words in any Christmas cards you get this year!  Today’s Gospel is not about 

the birth of Jesus at all; no, it is about his second coming to judge humankind at the end of 

time.  This is what Jesus warns his disciples about.  It is certainly much more pleasant to look 

back at his first coming as a beautiful baby than to look forward to his second coming as the ultimate judge.  But we 

know that in between these two occasions are an infinite number of other moments when Jesus comes into the world.  

Sometimes heartwarming, sometimes terrifying, often traumatic, our Savior continually waits to be born into our ordi-

nary lives.  Let us pray that we are prepared to welcome him however it may happen — in a manger, in an earthquake, 

or in some other way we least expect.
