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TENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME:  The work of God’s word in the world is to bring life and hope:  Today’s 
two stories witness to this.  Elijah, a prophet of Israel, shows up at a widow’s house in a foreign land.  When her boy 
suddenly falls ill and then stops breathing, she asks why the prophet has done this to her:  “Have you come to me to call 
attention to my guilt and to kill my son?”  (1 Kings 17:18).  Elijah prays to God and God goes to work through him.  
After the boy is restored to life, his mother says to Elijah:  “Now indeed I know that you are a man of God.  The word of 
the Lord comes truly from your mouth” (17:24).  God’s word gives life.  Jesus also restores a young man to his mother 
with a simple, “Young man, I tell you, arise!” (Luke 7:14).  And the young man sits up and begins to speak.  When 
God’s word brings life, you know that person is speaking for God.  Paul knew his preaching Christ crucified and risen 
was God’s word, though initially he was looked on with suspicion.  For two millennia, we have recognized God speak-
ing through others, bringing new life and hope.

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One of the most precious gifts Jesus gave us is the Sacrament of Confession.  We know the peace and 
joy we experience when we admit the wrong we have done.  The sensation of tenseness leaves us 
when we are able to say “I’m sorry” and we are forgiven by someone we have hurt. 

 
In Old Testament history of salvation, we learn how Nathan, the prophet, confronts David for having Uriah killed so that 
his affair with Bathsheba cannot be found out.  David immediately admits his wrong and is assured by Nathan that he is 
forgiven by the Lord.  Later, David would praise all people who recognize their guilt. 
 
In Luke’s Gospel, Ch. 7:36-47, Jesus is criticized for allowing a woman of bad repute to wipe his feet and anoint them 
with oil while he was at a banquet at Simon’s house.  Jesus immediately contrasts the action of the sinful woman to the 
judgment of Simon, the Pharisee, by teaching the parable of two debtors, one owing much, the other little.  The creditor 
forgave the debts of both.  Jesus asked Simon who would love the creditor more.  Simon said, “The one who owed 
more.” 
 
Jesus reminded Simon of all that the woman had done for Jesus.  She expressed her love for him by signs of welcome 
and hospitality.  She offered Jesus a kiss of greeting.  She anointed his feet with perfume.  In the time of Jesus, it was an 
expression of esteem for a guest to have his head anointed with oil.  With her tears, she washed the feet of Jesus and 
dried them with her hair.  It was the custom for the host to offer water for cleaning dusty feet.  Simon did not perform 
any of these courtesies nor did he recognize his own need for repentance. 
 
Jesus tells Simon, ñI tell you, her sins which are many, are forgiven. . .for she has loved much; but whoever is forgiven 
little, loves little.ò  Then, turning to the woman he said, ñYour sins are forgiven. . .go now in peace; your faith has saved 
you.ò 
 
Jesus revealed to his disciples the importance he placed in offering forgiveness when, at his appearance to the disciples 
gathered in the Upper Room after his  resurrection, he breathed his Spirit upon them and gave them his authority to for-
give sins:  . . .òWhose sins you forgive, they are forgiven them. . .whose sins you hold bound, they are held bound.ò  In 
the Sacrament of Confession, we are offered Jesus’ own forgiveness!  Jesus gave his author ity to the disciples and 
those ordained in this line of succession, our priests, to offer us this sacrament! 
 
RCIA will not meet this Wednesday or next.  We meet 2 times monthly in the summer.  Our next session will be June 
22.
